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Summary (Five Years) 

 

Over the five academic years from 2019 to 2024, Loknayak Bapuji 

Aney Mahila Mahavidyalaya focused on enhancing the student learning 

experience through experiential learning, participative learning, and 

problem-solving methodologies. These student-centric approaches 

aimed to make education more interactive, practical, and aligned with 

real-world challenges, fostering deeper understanding, critical thinking, 

and skill development. 

2019-20: 

The institution promoted experiential learning by organizing activities 

like Anand Mela, where students applied entrepreneurial and 

management skills in a real-world context, and field projects that 

allowed students to connect theory with practice. For example, the 

Home Economics Department engaged students in fieldwork, enabling 

them to apply classroom knowledge in practical scenarios.

Problem-solving methodologies were introduced 

through visits to small-scale industries like Vaishanvi Gruh Udyog, 

where students analyzed business challenges and proposed solutions.

2020-21: 

The pandemic posed significant challenges to student-centric activities, 

leading to the suspension of several experiential and participative 

learning events. However, the college adapted by embracing ICT tools 

to ensure the continuity of education. Teachers utilized online 

resources, multimedia content, and digital platforms to make learning 
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interactive, though many hands-on and problem-solving activities were 

limited during this period. 

2021-22:

Hands-on activities such as 

street play training and industrial visits allowed students to develop 

practical skills. Problem-solving methodologies were emphasized 

through training in food packaging and visits to industries, where 

students explored real-world challenges. ICT tools continued to 

complement in-person learning, creating a blended educational 

approach. 

2022-23: 

With the return of full-fledged in-person activities, the college 

expanded experiential learning through educational tours and 

entrepreneurship fairs like Anand Mela, where students gained insights 

into business management and self-employment. Hands-on activities 

like cake-making and visits to homes for interior design training 

enhanced students' practical understanding. Participative learning was 

encouraged through competitions like poster-making and 

demonstrations on food preservation. Students also participated in essay 

competitions and general knowledge contests. Problem-solving skills 

were further developed through specialized training in block printing, 

food packaging, and karate for self-defense, promoting critical thinking 

and entrepreneurial skills. 

 

2023-24: 

In the final year, experiential learning focused on field visits to 

historical sites and small businesses, providing students with direct 

exposure to real-world practices. Workshops on singing, business 

analysis, and dairy processing offered practical insights. Participative 
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learning involved aptitude tests, essay competitions, and seminars, 

encouraging student engagement and knowledge sharing. Problem-

solving methodologies were integrated into creative activities like dish 

decoration and thematic decoration competitions, fostering innovation 

and decision-making abilities. 

Throughout these years, the integration of ICT tools remained 

essential, supporting both in-person and remote learning. This blend of 

traditional and digital education ensured that students were not only 

academically enriched but also equipped with the skills to adapt to real-

world challenges.

As a cloud-based tool, it automatically saves and 

syncs work across devices, and notifications keep students updated on 

assignments and announcements. The mobile app version enables 

teachers and students to interact and manage their tasks conveniently. 

Google Forms: Google Forms is utilized for conducting online quizzes 

and surveys, automatically recording and organizing responses in real-

time. This tool is also effective for collecting feedback from students 

and parents, allowing for efficient assessment and communication. 

Videoconferencing Platforms: During the pandemic, platforms like 

Google Meet and Zoom became crucial for conducting online classes. 

Each platform has unique features: Zoom supports up to 49 participants 

on-screen and offers face touch-up options, while Google Meet 

provides longer conference times (over 60 minutes). Both tools 

facilitated virtual learning environments and continued classroom 

interactions. 

Educational Videos and Animations: YouTube and other online 

resources offer a wealth of educational videos and animations that aid 

in understanding complex subjects, particularly in fields like pharmacy. 

These visual aids complement traditional teaching methods and 

enhance comprehension. 

PowerPoint Presentations (PPT): PowerPoint presentations are widely 

used to create engaging and flexible learning materials. They support a 
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structured and visually appealing way to present information, making 

the teaching process more interactive and accessible. 

Survey Heart: Survey Heart is a versatile tool for creating online 

quizzes, tests, and exams. It supports a range of assessment formats and 

simplifies the process of evaluating student performance. 

Testmoz: Testmoz offers a robust platform for creating and managing 

online tests. It provides detailed insights into student performance, 

allowing teachers to sort, filter, and analyze results. The tool is efficient 

for handling large volumes of data and provides features for feedback 

and score adjustments. 

Overall, these ICT tools have been instrumental in adapting to new 

educational demands, enhancing both teaching efficiency and student 

engagement during the transition to remote and blended learning 

environments.

As a teacher, the app 

enables you to post from your phone either right 

from the app or using share-sheet support. 

2. Google Forms: Google Forms allows 

conducting MCQ quizzes online. The information is 

stored as a spreadsheet automatically records the 

answers. The spreadsheet then populates the 

responses from the quiz or survey in real-time. 

Google forms can be used to give feedback to and 

receive feedback from students and parents. 

3. Videoconferencing Platforms: During COVID 

pandemic when the world shifted to Online mode for 

teaching learning various free videoconferencing 

platforms like Google meet & Zoom were used to 

conduct online classes. 

All these have varying needs and features. 

Zoom allows the facility of using its features using a 

browser also without the need to download the 
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application, the app download is mandatory in case 

of the other two softwares. Zoom allows face touch 

up facility as well which is not present in the other 

two competing software. Google Meet allows the 

maximum on-screen chatting time with respect to 

the others. It has over 60 minute long conferences 

whereas the time cap of others is only 40 minutes. 

Zoom has the highest, that is, 49 people that can be 

viewed on the screen at once. 

4. Educational Videos and animations (Youtube and 

Internet): Various valuable educational videos of 

pharmacy subjects available on internet, YouTube 

provide additional help in better understanding of 

subject knowledge. 

5. PPT: PowerPoint Presentations were used for 

student friendly teaching and learning process. It 

provides added flexibility in Teaching – Learning 

Process. 

6. Survey Heart: The versatile tool Survey heart was 

used for online quizzes, tests and various exams. 

7. Testmoz: At a glance you can see how everyone 

performed. You can search, sort, filter, partition, 

tag, archive, print, and email the results. You can 

dive into a student's results to see all their answers, 

leave feedback on their responses, and manually 

adjust their scores. Whether you have 10 results, or 

10,000, Testmoz loads fast. This powerful tool was 

used for ICT based Teaching – Learning Process.
