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Observations :

The information about the foundation laying

process is mentioned above. Following points are observed
on the basis of that information
I

The verses in many vdstu texts depict the impor-
tance of foundation layingwas well known by the
then scholars of architecture. Bat unfortunaely,
the texts fail 1o spell out the methods of founda-
tion layingclearly. Probably because it was
common knowledge at that time and, they did
net feel the need 1o describe it distinctly. One
does not find the complete method of founda-
tion layingin any single vdstw sext. It is scattered
here and there. As mentionad in the mtroductary
past of this papes, any meshod that gleams through
the texts is mostly shrouded by ritualistic
peescriptions. One needs 10 fetch out the avail-
able the scattered information from the vanous
texts availableand speculate ahout the actual pro-
cess of foundation laying.

It 15 already meationed that the method of fixing
wooden pegs around the site and creating a gnd
pattern with the help of ropes attached 10 them
resembles the modern method of determining the
position of a column. Many whstw texts peescribe
1o draw Vdsru-Purwca MaG ala before starting
any construction. It is stnking that gnd pattern is
the main feature of Visu-Pursos-MaG ala also.
Probably, this can be treated as one of the
possible practical usage of the Vibsiu-Pursca-
MaG ala,

There are strict rules for the selection of the
material that is wsed 1o fill the foundation pit.
Weak foundation is very dangerous. Many texts
make statenients regarding the inauspiciousness
of weak foundations. Some verses even try to
warn by using death threats. Probably these
verses implyan emphasis of the importance of
the foundation kaying process.

The methods of filling the foundation pits assure
the elimmation of any type of void in the pit
Mayahoand ManaSd are carlier vdsm texts
whereas ApardP[ is a much lates text. One can
casily notice the development in the method of
filling of the pat in ApardPr.
